


In addition to these permits, the project will also be
required to file for permits from Oregon’s Department
of Environmental Quality, Department of State Lands,
Department of Land Conservation and Development,
Department of Forestry, and Department of Fish and
Wildlife. The timing and review of permits and the
sequence of permit approvals can have an impact on

the project’s milestones.

Land Use Board of Appeals Decision on Coos
County’s Approval of Permit for Pipeline

In a decision issued on March 29, 2011, Oregon’s

Land Use Board of Appeals (LUBA) agreed with and
affirmed the majority of Coos County’s decision to
issue a permit for the Pacific Connector Pipeline;
however, LUBA also ruled to remand (or send) the
permit back to the county, requiring the county to
review two very narrow issues. The narrow scope of
LUBA’s remand is encouraging given the complexity
of this project and the huge number of issues that
were raised at the public hearing and addressed in the

county’s 160-page final decision.

The remand requires an administrative review and

response process that the county must follow. The
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project will keep landowners and other stakeholders

informed on the outcome of this issue.

the passing of Coos County Commissioners Andy
Jackson and Nikki Whitty. Mr. Jackson passed away on
Feb. 1, 2011 and Ms. Whitty on Apr. 14, 2011. We offer
condolences to their families, friends and the Coos
County Board of Commissioners.
